Description

Complete assembly of a working Sonicision

Curved Jaw Cordless Ultrasonic Dissection
Device requires the following components:

. Single-use dissector

« Reusable generator

. Reusable battery pack

. Reusable battery insertion guide

Attaching the Generator

1. Circulating Person: Transfer the dissector,
battery insertion guide(s), and generator
aseptically from each sterile barrier into the
sterile field.

2. Scrubbed Person: Slide the generator into
the opening until it makes contact with the
dissector (step 1.1 on page 2). Hold the
dissector shaft-rotation wheel. Turn the
torque knob clockwise until it clicks twice
(step 1.2 on page 2).

Inserting the Battery Pack

Important

Attachthe generator to the dissector prior to
inserting the battery pack.

1. Scrubbed Person: Hold the handle with
the open battery compartment up. Open
the battery compartment door.

2. Scrubbed Person: Place the sterile battery
insertion guide onto the open dissector
handle and hold firmly (step 1.3 on page 2).
